In the case of physical limitations, a competent authority is defined to include doctors of medicine, doctors of osteopathy, ophthalmologists, optometrists, registered nurses, therapists, professional staff of hospitals, institutions, and public or welfare agencies.

3Reading Disabilities – Persons certified by competent authority as having a reading disability resulting from organic dysfunction and of sufficient severity to prevent their reading printed materials in a normal manner.  In the case of a reading disability resulting from organic dysfunction, competent authority is defined as a doctor of medicine who may consult with colleagues in associated disciplines. 
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
