(1931 Copyright Law as amended -Chafee Amendment)





The Library of Congress regulations (36 CFR 701.6(b)(1)) related to the Act to Provide Books for the Adult Blind (approved March 3, 1931, 2 U.S.C. 135a) provide that blind persons or other persons with print disabilities include: 


Blind persons whose visual acuity, as determined by competent authority, is 20/200 or less in the better eye with correcting glasses, or whose widest diameter if visual field subtends an angular distance no greater than 20 degrees.


Persons whose visual disability, with correction and regardless of optical measurement, is certified by competent authority as preventing the reading of standard printed material.


 Persons certified by competent authority as unable to read or unable to use standard printed material as a result of physical limitations.


Persons certified by competent authority as having a reading disability resulting from organic dysfunction and of sufficient severity to prevent their reading printed material in a normal manner.

What are NIMAS and NIMAC?





NIMAS, the National Instructional Materials Accessibility Standard, is defined in IDEA, Section 674(e)(3)(B), as the standard to be used in the preparation of electronic files suitable for efficient conversion into specialized formats. NIMAS refers to a collection of consistent XML-based source files created by K-12 book publishers. 





From these well-structured source files, accessible, student-ready, alternate-format versions of textbooks and core materials (e.g., braille, e-Text, Digital Talking Book) can subsequently be created and distributed to Florida’s eligible students with disabilities through NIMAS/Florida. Since the NIMAS-derived files are not student-ready, they must be converted or transcribed for student use through NIMAS/Florida. 





NIMAC, the National Instructional Materials Access Center, housed at the American Printing House for the Blind in Louisville, Kentucky, is responsible for:





Providing access electronic files to Authorized Users such as NIMAS/ Florida across the country. Once the source files are secured, NIMAS/Florida arranges for conversion, transcription, and distribution to Florida’s school districts for student use.

District Digital Rights Managers (DRMs)





District DRMs are staff members designated by District Administrator of Exceptional Student Education to register eligible students and request, receive, and track the usage of copyrighted accessible instructional materials for students with print disabilities. The DRMs are responsible for monitoring and documenting copyright compliance within the district. 





All NIMAS-derived instructional materials in specialized formats requested from NIMAS/ Florida will be ordered through the web-based online materials ordering system at  � HYPERLINK "http://www.fimcvi.org" �www.fimcvi.org� in order to create a single point of access and to facilitate required data collection and reporting to the federal government.














The Florida Department of Education (FDOE) created NIMAS/Florida to provide school districts with a system of providing accessible instructional materials under the standards set by NIMAS who meet the federal requirements for having print disabilities, and deemed eligible for receiving instructional materials in specialized formats under their individual IEPs, as required under Part B of IDEA. 





The overall mission of NIMAS/Florida is to develop and implement a statewide library system that is capable of producing and providing accessible educational materials consistent with NIMAS requirements for individual students deemed eligible by their LEA under the IEP in a timely fashion. (See section addressing eligibility criteria.)  Accessible Media Producers (AMPs) produce Braille, audio, digital text, or large print formats of print instructional materials exclusively for use by blind or other persons with print disabilities. AMPs are eligible to download files directly from the NIMAC as agents of the state’s Authorized User, NIMAS/Florida.
